ORGANISATION:  GRACE DIVINE OUTREACH CENTRE  
The Outreach Centre provides short-term safe house accommodation for rape survivors and offers the survivors counselling, court preparation and support, HIV testing and counselling and aftercare services in association with the Galeshewe Thuthuzela Care Centre. At this organisation, we will spend 67 minutes packing rape survivor care kits.

The 1st for Women Foundation will also hand over a cheque for R100 000 to the organisation.
BLOEMFONTEIN

ORGANISATION:  BLOEMSHELTER
This shelter in Bloemfontein cares for 90 to 100 homeless persons daily and provides accommodation for women, children, families and men. Currently they have 7 babies, 5 pregnant women, 10 children attending school, 5 families, single women and men living at the shelter.  The reasons why people are taken to the shelter include abuse, addiction, financial difficulties, mental problems, human trafficking and elderly persons with no family.  

At this organisation, we will spend 67 minutes building a jungle gym, as well as helping with painting at the shelter.
The 1st for Women Foundation will also hand over a cheque for R100 000 to the organisation.
